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Pushes Sunday Recently, five atheistic nuclear scientists

Encyclical led by Dr. Jerome Stowell, whose previous

kil humans, decided to identify the wave
length of the electrical charges in the brain.

“We had established by instrumentation the positive power of God and
the negative power of the adversary.

“If we scientists can record these things, | believe with all my heart that
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the Lord God can keep a record of our thoughts. He has more POWER
than we have and a better RECORD KEEPER than any of us on this
earth.

“It is the presence of God in us that gives us POWER, of whose mag-
nitude we have no conception. | am now a scientist who loves the Lord
with all my heart, and mind, and soul, and might. | want you to pray for
me that | will always think, say and do the things a POSITIVE GOD
wants—and nothing according to the wishes of a NEGATIVE adversary
who kept me blinded and bound for so many years.”

Dr. Stowell became concerned over his promulgation of destructive
processes He asked God to manifest Himself to him. The result was that
he had a born again experi-
ence and now works and de-
votes his time to witnessing
and giving lectures. Don’t you
| have a desire in your heart to
love, cherish and give all to
the Lord Jesus?

Every one of us has prob-
lems, some small, some in-
volving ruin, some involving
life and death. My own experi-
ence has been that when we
have faith in God and ask
Him to solve our problems,
He will always do it if we give
ourselves to Him and let Him do it. But we must let Him do it in His time
and way, and He usually lets circumstances go to the limit, to test our
faith before He makes a solution. Most of the prayers God has answered
for me have been prayers of the mind, not expressed verbally. This em-
phasizes what they found out in the experiment. And so you go about
praising God in your mind and asking Him silently for what you want. The
power is there to transmit and record your thoughts in Heaven instantly.

Besides this, | have evidence as a physician that these positive electri-
cal charges promote health beyond measure. So let us make use of
them. And don’t ever think that your prayers go no higher than your head.
God has given us power through our thoughts to communicate with Him.
We just read how prayer has been scientifically measured with an electri-
cal instrument to be over 55 times more powerful than the power required
by a 50,000-watt broadcasting station beaming its message around the
world. These messages not only may be heard but can also be recorded.
Even a picture of a person may be recorded on proper instruments thou-
sands of miles away.

So now we can easily see that God may hear and record not only our
good thoughts and prayers but He can record our evil thoughts as well.

“Let this mind be in you, which was
also in Christ Jesus” Philippians 2:5.
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We often think that God records only our actions; but we all know that the
act is not committed until the thoughts initiate such. How careful, there-
fore, should we be of our thoughts!

Now we have been talking about energy generated in the brain of a
woman alone and dying.

The atomic age and the splitting of the atom have changed our con-
cept of power. Scientists have now calculated that if the electrical power
of the hydrogen atoms alone contained in the body could be utilized, they
would supply the electrical needs of the United States for nearly a week.
DuPont announced that the atoms in our bodies contain the potential
power of 11 million kilowatt hours per pound of body weight. This means
that a 175-pound man might gener-
ate around two billion kilowatt hours
of power. Therefore, an average
man, according to this estimate of
power alone, is worth about 85 mil-
lion dollars. So, man is mysteriously
and wonderfully made but God
places an even higher value on man-
kind.

The Brain's Rinse Cycle

Your brain is a washing machine. Granted, it's an incredibly complex,
highly developed washing machine. But the cleaning aspect is roughly
the same. There are still many mysteries of the brain — a lot that we don't
understand. But we have learned about its self-cleaning features and its
correlation to Alzheimer's prevention.

A study recently published in Science magazine shines light on just
how this works. The researchers focused on measuring fluid in the brain
called cerebrospinal fluid (CSF). This is a clear liquid that our brain makes
out of our blood. It washes over and through the brain and spinal cord.

We know that CSF cushions these areas and carries nutrients around.
But that's all we really thought it did—until now.

This study, from Boston University, figured out that CSF also clears
toxins and waste out of our brains while we sleep. The researchers used
MRI tests to watch participants as they slept. What they learned was that
the CSF came in waves, washing over the brain in repeated cycles — al-
most like a slow washing machine rotating. More interesting than that was
that the brain sent an electrical signal just before the wave started. This
signal pattern matches something we've already seen — the slow brain
waves we produce during deep sleep.

There are two types of sleep — non-REM "deep sleep” and REM
"dream sleep.” (REM stands for "rapid eye movement.") Deep sleep hap-
pens during the first half of the sleep cycle. It's during this time of rest
when the body repairs itself. The body releases growth hormones and
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repair proteins. This is why a person’s workout routine continues during
sleep. The body repairs and regenerates the muscles as they sleep. This
is why sleep is just as important for building muscle as weight-bearing
exercise.

Deep sleep is also when a person builds memory. This type of sleep
helps the brain transfer memories from the short-term storage area in the
hippocampus to the long-term storage area of the cortex. One needs to
sleep to form these memories.

We already know that deep sleep is the restorative sleep for our bod-
ies. But it's also the restorative cleaning cycle for our brains. Here's the
kicker: folks with Alzheimer's have reduced deep sleep brain waves. The
Boston University team believes that this is the connection — if you don't
get enough deep sleep, you lose the ability to turn on this wash cycle with
CSF. Then waste builds up and leads to the hallmarks of Alzheimer's —
"tangles" and proteins.

An Alzheimer's diagnosis has three defining characteristics:

1. Memory impairment
2. Plaque buildup in the brain tissue
3. "Tangles" of phosphorylated tau proteins

Both the amyloid plaque (a general term for naturally occurring protein
fragments; these are hard, insoluble accumulations of protein that clump
together between the nerve cells or neurons) and the tau tangles can be
seen on medical scans. These are the defining traits that distinguish Alz-
heimer's from less severe cases of dementia. If this sounds familiar, it's
because we talked about a
"trash disposal” in our brains
that could slow Alzheimer's.

We've written before about
something called the glym-
phatic system. It didn't appear
in medical journals until 2012,
and it wasn't until just a year or
two ago that it started to be
more widely studied. This sys-
tem is a network that runs
through our brains and clears out trash and waste.

Guess what: the glymphatic system includes our CSF pathways. We
already knew that sleep turns on the glymphatic system. What we didn't
understand was how it worked. This new research finally answers that
guestion. That's why sleep — deep, quality sleep — is so crucial for our
health. We now have a pile of evidence showing that good sleep prevents
Alzheimer's. (I know; young people don’t worry about this disease. But
the best prevention starts when a person is still young.)
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Twice a year, we reset our clocks. That means we mess with our
sleep cycle. But don't let this interfere. One of the best sleep tips is to
stick to the same bedtime. Training the body and brain to rest at a certain
time will lead to an easier time going to sleep and getting into the deep
restorative phase.

Make sleep a priority . Don't let social obligations interfere. Consis-
tent bedtime and sleep is one of the best ways to take care of the brain.

What Were They Thinking?!

On November 30, 2019 Pope Francis assisted the “I Can” Global Chil-
dren’s Summit in Rome, Italy. 3,500 young people from 40 countries came
together to discuss how to become agents of change. The “I Can” Global
Children’s Summit was inspired by Pope Francis’ “Laudato Si” encycli-
cal. [1] The Pope was entertained by an inappropriate mature ballet per-
formance in which a young boy dressed in traditional, immodest, ballet
tights and top. (You may see a video of the performance which begins at
minute 11:48. [2]) Various higher-ups from the Catholic leadership were
there representing the Catholic Church’s esteem for the DFC (Design for a
Change) annual conference which chose Rome, Italy as this year’s venue.

Looking at this ballet dance without any context might make you think
there was nothing wrong with the performance. But when you consider
Rome’s past, their current sex abuse epidemic and the predatory priests
who target children, then you realize the organizers of this event demon-
strated extremely poor judgment. No parent should ever allow their children
to dance around in this fashion; its embarrassing in any company. But to
amuse the Pope and his colleagues, it seems downright repulsive.

The poor boy in the video above is a lamb prancing around in the com-
pany of ravaging wolves. For nearly two thousand years Catholic families
have been entrusting their children to predatory priests only to see them
abused and destroyed. (Why would parents do this when many of them
have suffered the same?) What greater evil can there be in this world than
the wholesale, systematic raping of children? This has happened in every
Catholic archdiocese, in every nation and in every culture wherever Rome
has a presence — and not just in this era, but in every age for millennia.

Peter Damian,
born in the year
1007, was a Bene-
dictine monk, a Ro-
man Catholic cardi-
nal, a church doctor
and one of Rome’s
greatest saints who
fought against the
church’'s  rampant
pedophilia and ho-
mosexual epidemic.
Peter Damian wrote
a book called “The
Book of Gomorrah” which is a scathing rebuke against Rome’s
“phenomena of clerical homosexuality and pederasty” (sexual relationship
with boys) and he also endorsed the “imprisonment of clergy who are a
danger to youth.”

Not only did St. Peter Damian attack the Catholic clergy who were hav-
ing sexual relationships with children, he also railed against the church for
keeping quiet about these abuses, for harboring these child sex abusers
and for covering up these scandals:

‘Undoubtedly, those who turn a blind eye to the sins
of their subjects that they are obligated to correct, also grant to their sub-
jects a license to sin through their ill-considered silence,” writes Damian,
later adding that he would rather be persecuted than to fail to speak out.
‘Indeed, | prefer to be thrown innocent into a well with Joseph, who ac-
cused his brothers of the worst of crimes to their father, than to be pun-
ished by the retribution of divine fury with [the high priest] Eli, who saw the
evil of his children and was silent.” [4]

The Catholic community as a whole is responsible for the systemic sex-
ual abuse of children. Not only have these abuses been going on for nearly
two thousand years but those in leadership positions do nothing to remove
these predators from the priesthood. Instead of excommunicating them,
they help to cover up their crimes. Members of the Catholic clergy who do
not speak out, who turn a blind eye and who do not say anything about
these abominations, are just as guilty as those who commit these crimes.

Those who put money into the offering plates of the Catholic Church are
paying for the salaries of pedophile priests. They also pay the salaries of
complicit bishops who say nothing, corrupt cardinals who move them
around and deceitful popes who pretend that nothing is happening.

Think about this: In just one Catholic archdiocese there are more than
8,000 verified cases of priests abusing and raping children. But it gets
worse. What is happening in this one archdiocese is also happening in
other archdioceses across the United States. But it gets much worse. Chil-
dren have been abused and raped in every country wherever there is a
Catholic presence, and there are 627 Roman Catholic archdioceses world-
wide.

Allegedly, Archbishop Vigano reported a fellow Cardinal to Pope Fran-
cis who had abused some young seminarians. That's what church officials
are supposed to do. They are supposed to speak out when abusers are
identified. So, according to Archbishop Vigand, how did Pope Francis re-
spond? What did Pope Francis do to the offending cardinal? He empow-
ered the abuser!

We add sin to sin when we do this. The Catholic Church only adds to
the horror of these crimes when they do nothing to stop the abuse. Instead,
they do the very opposite: they enable and empower the abusers.

Penn State Univer-
sity was fined $60 million. The
football team was not allowed
to play in the post season for
4 years. School scholarships
were reduced and all victories
by the football team from 1998 to 2011 were vacated. [13]

These were harsh and severe consequences. But why does Rome, who
has literally millions and millions of child abuse and rape cases on her re-
cord, still have the support of celebrities, politicians and Protestants? Why

Coffee — As God intended

Antioquia, Colombia — one of my world’s favorite places. Antioquia is a
province in Colombia renowned for its stunning natural beauty and coffee
plantations. The country produces the world’s best coffee and Colombians
are proud of their coffee culture. Coffee farms surround Antioquia’s largest
city, Medellin. The Forbes magazine named Medellin as one of the world’s
coolest cities to visit back in 2018. The surrounding coffee farms are a part
of the tourist draw — they're picturesque. Although I'm no coffee addict, a
coffee farm visit is a must in Colombia. And little did | know that | would
become a coffee aficionado. But from the beginning ...

Coffee beans are harvested by hand, for the same reason that straw-
berries are hand-picked. The coffee berries do not all ripen at the same
time; so the picker has to pick only the red ones, while leaving the green
ones on the vine. It is a slow process and the pickers get paid very little.
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The coffee farmer also gets paid very little. Coffee should cost several
times the amount than it costs today so that growers and harvesters could
receive a decent return for their efforts. The farmers often subsidize their
earnings with banana or tomato production, just to survive.

Many farmers will allow you to pick some coffee berries. | thought |
would be able to pick one basket full but was exhausted after picking just a
third of a basket. Then my hard-picked coffee berries went for processing
where a machine separates the pulp from the pit — the coffee bean. Each
berry has two pits or seeds. The coffee beans are then laid on special plat-
forms to be sundried. When | asked what is made from the delicious pulp, |
was in for the shock of my life: It is discarded for compost. “But it's a deli-
cious fruit!” | opposed the farmer. “Yes, it is, but consumers want only the
pits,” the farmer replied. His wife later shared that she uses the fruit in her
home-made cakes, but there is no other commercial use, so the fruit is dis-
carded for compost that is later used to fertilize new coffee plants.

It is as if you harvested peaches or plums, threw away the pulp, and
used the pit for consumption. How upside down! But that is exactly what is
happening with coffee berries. Could we pervert God’s plan any better?
The coffee fruit tastes delicious and is meant to be consumed, not the pit!
As | returned home, | searched the Internet and | could find very little infor-
mation on coffee fruit. Very few companies have commercialized it. | found
only one company that dehydrates the fruit and grinds it into powder which
is used as an antioxidant to be added to other drinks. | have never seen,
for example, a coffee fruit jam in any country. It would be a health food at
its best and sweet enough without adding sugar.

Coffee berries are perhaps the planet’'s most forgotten fruit, hiding in
plain sight. While coffee is the world’s most popular beverage, most people
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haven't heard of coffee fruit. People living in countries where coffee is not
produced don’t even know coffee fruit exists. They think the coffee bean is
the fruit. What we know as coffee beans are actually seeds of a delicious
fruit. The seed is a very hard piece of wood that can only be cracked with a
hammer. Its hard structure is compromised only after roasting, just as any
piece of wood disintegrates when burned. Then the burned (roasted) cof-
fee seeds are ground into powder.

Coffee drinkers then run water through the burned wood which results
in a dark slush. We call the result “coffee.” The process itself tells us that
this was never meant to be done. Why would a slush derived from burned
woody material become the world’s most popular drink? The answer is
simple: it contains the addictive substance caffeine, which God never in-
tended to be consumed.

Yet the most valuable and delicious part of the plant — its fruit — is dis-
carded. | left the coffee farm with a sense of sadness. We humans tend to
twist everything that God makes.

The following text came to mind: “There is no class guilty of greater per-
version and abuse of His precious
gifts than are those who employ
the products of the soil in the
manufacture of intoxicating lig-
uors. The nutritive grains, the
healthful, delicious fruits, are con-
verted into beverages
that pervert the senses and mad-
den the brain” (Counsels for the
Church, 102). While coffee is no
liquor, the principle applies. We

employ the products of soil intended for our nutrition to produce intoxicating
substances.

The coffee plant has a purpose. It bears delicious fruit whose red pulp
has free-radical fighting antioxidants. Antioxidants help maintain your
body’s natural protection against oxidation, a potentially damaging process.
In other words, antioxidants are like our body’s bodyguard. [1] Coffee is a
healthy fruit, low in calories and may protect from ailments such as type 2
diabetes, Parkinson’s and liver diseases. [2] It is a true superfood; a juicy
secret full of nutrition. After my coffee farm visit, I'm a coffee fruit aficio-
nado.

If you ever travel to areas where coffee is produced, do stop by a coffee
farm. The coffee fruit grows year around. So whenever you visit you will
always find ripe, red berries that not only taste delicious, but are a nutri-
tional powerhouse. It is coffee as God intended.

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Pope Francis Continues to Press His Sunday
Climate Encyclical upon World Leaders

Pope Francis is fulfilling

his pledge to get the kings of
the earth (Revelation 17:12,
13) to endorse his “Laudato
Si” climate change encycli-
cal. He gives copies of this
document to the different
high-level leaders who visit
him in Rome with the hope
that they will take action and
implement his policies in
their respective countries.

Vice President Mike Pence visited Pope Francis at the Vatican on Fri-
day, January 24, 2020 and was granted a one hour audience with the pon-
tiff. After the meeting Pope Francis gave Vice President Mike Pence a
“library” of documents that included a copy of his encyclical on the environ-
ment, “Laudato Si.’ [1]

Remember that the Vatican’'s effort to promote the Pope’s encyclical on
climate change (Laudato Si) is fulfilling the prophetic criteria given to us in
Daniel and Revelation. The Pope’s encyclical is a warning about the immi-
nent climate crisis and addresses the natural disaster phenomenon. Ac-
cording to the actual text, “Laudato Si” has a “Sunday” rest provision

change encyclical, hoping that the Vice President would start advocat-
ing environmental justice at the highest levels in the White House. But it
doesn’t appear that Mike Pence will play any role in tackling the so-called
ecological crises with President Trump anytime soon.

President Donald Trump’s administration has taken a completely differ-
ent view on the “climate crisis” than what the Vatican is advocating. In
January President Trump told leaders at the World Economic Forum in
Davos, Switzerland that the promoters of climate change are the “prophets
of doom” and “fortune tellers” who are embracing “error.” [3]

It doesn’t appear that the Pope and the President are on the same
page, at least not for now. One thing is certain; even though Rome and the
current President of the United States seem to be at odds with each other
on the climate change issue, we know that in the end prophecy will surely
come to pass:

“And he [the USA] exerciseth all the power of the first beast [Rome] be-
fore him, and causeth the earth and them which dwell therein to worship
the first beast [Rome], whose deadly wound was healed” Revelation 13:12.
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Right now the USA, through President Trump, is
strengthening its economical and political power. Our
nations’ influence is growing worldwide.

This is also a fulfillment of Bible prophecy. A weak
nation, both politically and economically, cannot force
the world to worship the first beast (the Papacy). Only a
strong, powerful nation that has the ability to bring
China, Iran, North Korea and Russia to its knees can
fulfill this end-time prophetic role.
